Bluffton boys, uneasy because the Ottawa girls
failed to arrive, set out to hunt for them and
discovered the group walking toward Bluffton.

The two girls were carried from the frozen machine
and all were taken to Bluffton for the night. They
had been on the road since 6 o’clock.

The Ottawa boys were more fortunate. Starting an
hour later than the girls, the boys played their game
at 9 o’clock and returned to Ottawa.
