The Kalida golf team has been waiting for
the tournament season to start.

The Wildcats won the PCL title as they ran
away from the field shooting a 303 total. Second
was Fort Jennings with a 351 followed by Columbus
Grove with a 353 and Ottoville with a 354.
Continental was fifth with a 388, Miller City had a
388 and Pandora-Gilboa shot a 523.

“We played very well,” said Kalida Coach

breaking 300 on the course.”

The Wildcats run to the title was led by
sophomores  Kevin  Stechschulte and Jason
Unverferth. Both players shot identical two over par

the back nine.

Chris Schnipke added a 77 to the Kalida
total and Chad Ehrnsberger had a 78. Dale Schnipke
had a 91 as the Wildcats fifth man.

“Kevin and Jason played very well,” Coach
Unverferth said. “They have been playing very well
all season. Chris had a good round today and Chad
shot well today.”

Stechschulte, Jason Unverferth, Chris
Schnipke and Ehrnsberger all made the first team in
the PCL.

Joining them on the first team was Ryan
Vetter of Fort Jennings and Brad Martz of Ottoville
with 81°s.

The second team was led by Kyle
Weisenburger of Continental with an 82 and Buddy
Jolliff of Columbus Grove with an 83. The second
team was completed by Kurt McDowell of Grove
with an 85, while Abe Ambroza of Grove and Cory
Miller of Ottoville both had an 86.

“It was a great day for golf,” Coach
Unverferth added. “We had a nice day and there
was very little wind. Plus, the course was in

excellent shape and the greens were in great
condition.”
